Introduction to Celtic Christian Spirituality

This course provides a basic introduction to Celtic Christian spirituality. Throughout this class
we will consider such topics as “Friends of the Earth,” “Places of Resurrection,” and “Villages of
God,” just to name a few.

This class will study selected stories from the 10+ chapters
that Luke wrote about that 2™ journey. What did Jesus say and do as he traveled from Galilee to
Jerusalem? And what message does he have for us as we approach the season of Lent?
